Harvesting is continued in pepper. If the harvested spikes are
piled up and covered with gunny bag it enables easy threshing
with legs. Mature berries, sun dried for 4-5 days are suitable for
storage. Provide shade for small vines. Retain the soil moisture
by providing mulches at the bottom of the vines.
